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The full, swift and effective implementation of the judgments of the European Court of
Human Rights is crucial, as underlined by the Committee of Ministers on a number of
occasions in its supervisory function under the European Convention on Human Rights.
As you may be aware, the Committee of Ministers continues, under the Alparsian Altan
group of cases, to closely examine the general measures that could be taken with
respect to the unlawful detention of judges and prosecutors without sufficient
evidence after the 2016 coup attempt. The Committee’s next examination will
take place at its September 2023 Human Rights meeting. You may obtain further
information on the Committee’'s examination of this issue under the following
tink: https://hudoc.exec.coe.intfENG?i=004-52779.
