Meeting of the Parties to the Convention

Article 11 of the Convention specifies:

1. The Parties shall meet, so far as possible, in connection with the annual
sessions of the Senior Advisers to ECE Governments on Environmental
and Water Problems. The first meeting of the Parties shall be convened
not later than one year after the date of the entry into force of this
Convention. Thereafter, meetings of the Parties shall be held at such
other times as may be deemed necessary by a meeting of the Parties, or at the written request of any
Party, provided that, within six months of the request being communicated to them by the secretariat,
it is supported by at least one third of the Parties.

2. The Parties shall keep under continuous review the implementation of this Convention, and, with
this purpose in mind, shall:

(a) Review the policies and methodological approaches to environmental impact assessment by
